This appliance can be used by children aged

Observe the device's power input, cable length and
intended use when selecting extensions to the power
cable. Completely unroll extension cables. Avoid electrical
overload.

Before carrying out maintenance, care or repair work on
the device, remove the mains plug from the mains socket.
Hold onto the mains plug while doing so.

Switch the device off and disconnect the power cable from
the mains socket when the device is not in use.

Check the power cable and mains plug for damage. If you
notice damages, do not try to take the device back into
operation. Order a new power cable with mains plug from
Trotec and replace the defective power cable with mains
plug with the new one.

Defective power cables pose a serious health risk!

When installing the device, observe the minimum
distances from walls and other objects as well as the
storage and operating conditions according to the technical
data (chapter Technical annex).

Keep a safety distance of at least 1 m between the
device's radiator side and all combustible materials such
as textiles, curtains, beds and sofas.

Allow the device to cool down before transport and/or
maintenance work.

The device must not be installed directly beneath a socket.

e The device must not be used with a programming switch,
timer, separate remote control system or similar
equipment that switches the device on automatically, as
this could cause a fire hazard if the heater is covered or
positioned incorrectly.

e Do not use the device if it has been dropped or if it shows
visible signs of damage.

Intended use

Use the device for heating surfaces in roofed outdoor areas
protected from weather effects.

in roofed outdoor areas (e.g. covered terraces).

Foreseeable misuse
e The device is not intended for industrial use.
e Do not place any objects, e.g. clothing, on the device.
e Do not use the device for heating in vehicles.

e Do not use this device in the vicinity of fuel, solvents,
varnishes or other easily inflammable vapours or in rooms
where these substances are stored.

e The device may not be used as a heating device for
babies / children or animals.

e Do not install the heating device in immediate proximity to
swimming pools!

Tilt protection

The device comes equipped with a tilt protection. The tilt
protection is a safety device intended to minimize the risk of fire
in case the device is tipped over inadvertently. The device will
be switched off when knocked over or when tilted beyond the
inclination angle of 45°.

The device automatically switches back on when brought into
an upright position.

The device IR 2000 S is used to quickly generate instant heat.

The device is based on the functional principle of heat
generation by infrared radiation. Persons or objects are heated
directly.

The 3 heating levels of up to 2000 W can be set using the pull
switch with cord.

Transport

Before transporting the device, observe the following:
e  Switch the device off.

¢ Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.

e Do not use the power cable to drag the device.
e Allow the device to cool down sufficiently.

Storage

Before storing the device, proceed as follows:
e Hold onto the mains plug while pulling the power cable out
of the mains socket.

e Allow the device to cool down sufficiently.

When the device is not being used, observe the following
storage conditions:
e Store the device in a dry location and protected from frost
and heat.

e Store the device in an upright position where it is protected
from dust and direct sunlight.

e |[f required, use a cover to protect the device from invasive
dust.

e Place no further devices or objects on top of the device to
prevent it from being damaged.

Unpacking the device
1. Open the cardboard box and take the device out.
2. Completely remove the packaging.
3. Fully unwind the power cable. Make sure that the power
cable is not damaged and that you do not damage it during
unwinding.

Installation

When installing the device, observe the minimum distances
from walls and other objects as described in the Technical data
chapter.

e Minimum distance of 200 cm from the floor.

e Minimum distance of 50 cm from adjacent walls or other
objects.

e Do not install the device at the ceiling or directly behind a
door.

e Never install the device in a way that it radiates directly
onto walls or other objects. Observe the minimum
distances from walls or other objects according to the
Technical data chapter.

The following is required for installation:
e a pencil for marking the drill holes

e atape measure for determining the distances

e asuitable drill

e wall plugs appropriate for the structure of the wall
e ascrewdriver

e aspirit level
1. Mark the drill holes on the wall according to the following
pattern:

Drill the holes into the wall at the marked positions.
Insert suitable wall plugs into the drill holes.

Insert the screws into the wall plugs and fasten the
SCrews.
= The screws should protrude approx. 0.5 cm from the

wall plugs.

Hang the device in.

Check whether all 4 screws are hooked into the bracket.
Make sure that the device is attached securely.

Tilt the device to the desired angle. The device can be
tilted downwards by 45°.

N Odours might arise upon initial start-up or after a
longer period of non-use.
e Before restarting the device, check the condition of the
power cable. If there are doubts as to the sound condition,
contact the customer service.

e Do not create tripping hazards when laying the power
cable or other electric cables, especially when positioning
the device in the middle of the room. Use cable bridges.

e Make sure that extension cables are completely unrolled.

e Make sure that there are no curtains or similar objects in
the immediate vicinity.

Connecting the power cable
e |nsert the mains plug into a properly fused mains socket.
e Make sure that the power cable is guided along the back

of the device. Never guide the power cable along the front
of the device!

/" Do not tilt the device beyond the inclination angle

Switching the device on

Once you have completely installed the device as described in
the chapter Assembly and start-up, you can switch it on.
1. Adjust the device position with the swivelling bracket.
2. Pull the cord of the pull switch (3) until the desired heating
level appears on the heating level indicator (2):
level 0 = device switched off
level 1 =650 W
level 2 =1300 W
level 3 =2000 W

Errors and faults

Tasks which require the device to be opened must
only be carried out by authorised specialist
companies or by Trotec.

The device has been checked for proper functioning several

times during production. If malfunctions occur nonetheless,
check the device according to the following list.

The device does not start:
e (Check the power connection.

e (Check the power cable and mains plug for damages. If you
notice damages, do not try to take the device back into
operation. Order a new power cable with mains plug from
Trotec and replace the defective power cable with mains
plug with the new one.

e Check the on-site fusing.

e The device has been tilted beyond the inclination angle
of 45°. Check whether the tilt protection has tripped. Place
the device in an upright position to avoid the tilt protection
being activated. Switch the device on again by pulling the
cord of the pull switch (3) and setting a heating level.

e Wait for 10 minutes before restarting the device. If the
device is not starting, have the electrics checked by a
specialist company or by Trotec.

The device does not emit heat:

e The heating element may be defective. If the heating
element is defective, have it replaced by a specialist
electrical company.

e (Check the heating level indicator (2). If it is set to 0, the
device is switched off.
Switch the device on by selecting another heating level
between 1 and 3.
RCD or another fuse trips:
e (Check the fuse. Switch off any other devices to reduce the
load on the line.
e (Contact a specialist electrical company.
The device slightly vibrates during switch-on and then
stops vibrating:
e Slight vibrations during switch-on are a normal process.
No measures are required.

Note

Wait for at least 3 minutes after maintenance and
repair work. Only then switch the device back on.
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The device still does not operate correctly after these
checks:

Please contact the customer service. If necessary, bring the
device to an authorised specialist electrical company or to
Trotec for repair.

Clean the device with a soft, damp and lint-free cloth. Ensure
that no moisture enters the housing. Protect electrical
components from moisture. Do not use any aggressive cleaning
agents such as cleaning sprays, solvents, alcohol-based or
abrasive cleaners to dampen the cloth.

Wipe the housing dry after cleaning.

Dirt on the heating rods should be removed with a long brush
with soft bristles.
